society, consumer groups, European and international entertainment and competitive telecom and 

mobile sectors, and our sports leagues. The “fair share” network tax proposal risks undermining the 

smooth functioning of the European internet economy, where internet service investment has 

successfully grown through the provision of content to European consumers.
